Production Equipment 

• Two 8,000 lb. forklifts, one 6,000 lb. forklift (with 157" lift and fork extensions) with side shift capabilities and 
one 4,000 lb. forklift.*  

• The 97' x 64' truss system is supported by 12 two-ton motors.*  
• The system can be lowered to 12' off the stage level for easy rigging, then raised to 64' above floor level.  
• Full rigging is available above the whole arena floor via cable system (75,000 Ib. maximum weight).  
• There are 350 candles of metal halide lighting covering the arena floor.*  
• For television or spotlight use, there are eight camera baskets located midway up the arena. Baskets all 

have power, Clear Com and Triax hook-ups.*  
• Camera baskets are easily accessible from the lower balcony.  
• Power hookups available for video trucks.  
• Two 200-amp 3-phase services and two 100-amp 3-phase services are available and located where video 

trucks are parked.  
• For concerts and shows, there are 200-amp, 400-amp and two additional 400-amp 3-phase services 

available.  
• Nivoflex staging, 1 x 3 meters, Nivoflex risers, 4' x 8'.*  
• 1,100 chairs.*
